   Encore program is not eligible.

•  The total scholarship amount will be divided by the total number of quarters in the particular program and 
   credited toward each quarter’s tuition in equal amounts for as long as the student maintains a 3.5 GPA.

•  Scholarships are non-transferable, and may not be applied to any person, program or start date other 
   than the one for which it was awarded.

•  Award recipients will be notified one to two weeks following the application due date.
